Clerihew 
A clerihew is a short poem consisting of two couplets. It is always about a famous person, whose name forms one of the lines. Since it is two couplets, the rhyme scheme is aabb.

Writing rules 
Lines 1 and 2 end with a word that rhymes 

Lines 3 and 4 end with a word that rhymes 

All 4 lines DO NOT rhyme with each other 

The second couplet has more syllables than the first couplet 

All lines need to be 5 or more syllables 

Each line begins with a capital letter 

Lines 1, 2, and 3 end with a comma 

Line 4 ends with a period 

Person’s name needs to be in the first line, but does not need to be the only words in the line
