Requirements for the written section
You are required to include a written report for your project. Here are some guidelines.

Title 

A good title should simply and accurately present the research, and might mention the variables being studied. 

  

Introduction (Some of this will be repeated from your proposal, but not all)
The major points to be included in the introduction are as follows: 

· A demonstration of a clear understanding of the applicable principles and processes (the science of the experiment). References should be cited. 

· The rationale: gives the scientific and/or practical reasons for the project. To help the reader understand the rationale, it may be necessary to provide some background information or describe other studies conducted by scientists. 

· The purpose: indicates what the researcher hoped to achieve or learn. 

· The hypothesis: states what the researcher predicted the results would be.     

Data Presentation

Proper presentation of the data allows the readers to see more easily how you arrived at your conclusion. The use of accurate and appropriate statistics and graphs, charts, etc can be used to determine if the results are statistically significant.
Discussion and Conclusion 

The conclusion summarizes the major findings, compares the findings with other scientific information and discusses the science involved in the project and how that affected the results. Also included should be suggestions for improvements and any recommendations for other experiments. 

 
Bibliography 

This list includes the sources used to design, conduct, and analyze the results of the experiment. It should consist of books, science periodicals, appropriate Internet sites, etc., and should be written using an acceptable format.  
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
